	Service Description: 
The Business, Change, and Improvement Service (BCIS) has the aim of ensuring the organisation’s strategic goals and vision are achieved by supporting services to transform, change, and improve; by ensuring existing services and contracts are working effectively; and by developing and growing services. 

The BCIS is an integrated service with two main functions: 

· A business function that manages service level business management, contract management, performance management, stakeholder management, and business development for the Trust.

· A change and improvement function that utilises multidisciplinary skills to work with clinical and corporate services to achieve transformation. Expertise includes quality improvement (Making Stuff Better), project management, facilitation, and business analysis, and this toolkit is used flexibly depending on what change and improvement is being supported.

The service’s work is directed by the annual operational plan, ensuring that support is provided to the most impactful priorities. Team members work responsively and flexibly, ensuring the right skill set is used with the right service at the right time.

BCIS also hosts roles to work with partners across the Leeds Health & Care system to deliver key system ambitions. The postholder will provide project support to a programme of work in relation to Active Recovery & the Stroke pathway. This includes the expansion and strengthening of the existing Active Recovery model and a project to implement an early supported discharge pathway for survivors of stroke. On occasion the postholder may also provide project support to a programme testing a new model of integrated, community-based specialist diabetes care.  




Job Purpose

The post holder will provide project support and management. They will be responsible for co-ordinating project work streams and assisting in the evaluation of project outcomes. 

They will be responsible for maintenance of the information resources in order to ensure appropriate data; reports and information are available to support projects across Leeds Community Healthcare and will take a key role in the internal and external project communications.  The post holder will be expected to support the project manager with the production of reports, programme and project plans, and risk and issues logs. 

Key Responsibilities 
1. Programme/Project Support
1.1
To be responsible for the day to day delivery of project support, including assisting in the development of project plans, working with stakeholders on implementation and evaluation.   

1.2
Take responsibility for the day to day management of performance tracking, including monitoring of financial information and escalating issues to the project manager. This will include providing regular reports and dashboards to ensure key stakeholders are informed on progress of plans.

1.3
Undertake analysis of data and make appropriate decisions regarding the presentation and dissemination of data and information in line with project standards.
1.4
Lead the development and subsequently manage a systematic approach to information management in support of the projects

1.5
To create and produce project initiation documents, project plans, project reports, risk and issues log and other documents
1.6
To manage a system of project tracking ensuring all specified tasks are completed within the agreed timeframe and/or remedial action is put in place. 
1.7
To create standard documentation and templates for use by all programme and projects.
1.8
Support the maintenance of effective communication across the programme/project and key stakeholders.  Adapting communication style as appropriate for the situation and support and influence managers and staff to deliver the projects aims
1.9
Use a range of IT applications to develop, implement and maintain project data collection systems/databases that will provide accurate and timely data for its effective use by the team.  Produce statistics, documents and reports, as and when required. 
1.10
Develop, implement and propose new polices and procedures for the programme/project being clear on the impact on projects/services across the Trust.
1.11
Maintain project expenditure reconciliations and budget forecasts. Be an authorised signatory in relation to the project.
1.12
Responsible for monitoring stock within agreed project area by authorising orders up to designated limit. Using the e proc system ensure all orders are coded correctly and forwarded to relevant approving manager.  
1.13
Responsible for effective organisation of programme/project boards including drafting of agendas, arranging meetings, minute taking, production of reports and researching and producing background papers as required.

1.14
Develop and deliver training and support to project managers/leads and other staff in the Trust in the use of project tools.
1.15
To deputise as required for line manager including the attendance at meetings, where necessary. 
1.16
To carry out specified service audits appropriate to the project as directed by the project team.
2
Leadership
2.1
Ensure that a professional service and image is maintained at all time, thereby acting as a role model to all staff. 

2.2
Provides a leadership style which is underpinned by strongly held values around equality, diversity and openness; effectively builds and maintains relationships with direct reportee(s) and other key individuals across the organisation.

Promotes diversity and equality in people management techniques and leads by example.
2.4
Takes responsibility for their own and others’ health and safety in the working environment. Reporting incidents using Datix and investigating incidents within own service area if required.

Takes responsibility for own professional development demonstrating the ability to undertake self directed study and or formal learning opportunities in order to develop and maintain competence within service area.

Works with managers and colleagues to continually improve the quality of services within the overall organisational governance frameworks and corporate objectives.

Works with managers and colleagues to identify, manage and minimise risks within the overall organisational risk management frameworks. This includes understanding and applying knowledge of admin role in safeguarding and incident management.

5.3
Ensures that service user experience is core to all service development gaining support from the appropriate corporate teams as required

Health and Safety
